12. Mexico outreach report:  Buenas Nuevas 
staff are praising God for the good 
outreach in Baja in October. Many 
responded to the evening meetings. Good 
contacts were made for future ministry.

14. Mexico outreach trips: Pray for Mexican 
outreach workers as they move among 
people down in Oaxaca city during the

15. ILT Report: Tim S praises God for the great 
Leadership Team he works with and for 
unified and productive meetings in South 
Africa in October. Pray for wise decisions. 

16. New GR-UK Director: Kenny and Joan M 
are preparing to pass on the responsibility 
of GRN-UK leadership to Sanjay at the end 
of this year. Pray the Lord will strengthen 
and encourage them as they look back on 
their many years of service and forward to 
spending more time with their family and 
friends. Pray especially for Sanjay. 

17. Praying Scripture:  That I may know Him 
and the power of His resurrection and the 
fellowship of His sufferings, being 
conformed to His death.

18. Fwe People of Zambia: Speakers of the 
Fwe language in Mongu, West Zambia, 
have run out of evangelism tools (picture 
books and audio-Bibles).

20. Indonesia: Praise the Lord that Christine 
and Wira from Australia have visited the 
recording team in Indonesia, to encourage 
them and put the work there on a firmer 
footing. Pray for the five languages the 
team plan to record and for the planned 
distribution in three more languages. 

21. Artificial Intelligence (AI): The Information 
Systems team uses AI to help with 
software development. Various members 
in GRN are looking cautiously at the 
potential uses of AI in other parts of the 
ministry. Pray we may be wise in the way 
we use this sort of technology.  

22. Pray for Myanmar: Myanmar continues to 
endure a terrible civil war. Pray for God’s 
people there to bear faithful witness 
during difficult times. Pray for a peaceful 
resolution to the trouble. Pray for GRN 
recordings to be discovered by many, to 
bring salvation and comfort.  

23. UK Distribution: Recently we sent Kilumi 
players to Kosovo loaded with recordings 
we had made over many years. Pray, as 
sometimes the customs officers want to 
add high charges. Pray for their use and for 
God’s name to be glorified because of this.
